The Cital of Field Trial Interest

The companionship of man and dog certainly is not new,
However, the organized man-dog sport called field trials is
relatively new to Indiana,

Field trialers are celebrating the hundredth anniversary
of the sport in the United States, but not until 1940 did it
become popular here, Later in the 1940s Boone County be=
came and still is known for its numerous trainers and breed-
ers, One man even describes Boone as a "hot bed" and
another claims our county is "the capital of Indiana interest, 4

Part of the local popularity is attributed to the late Fred
Holliday, an Indianapolis businessman who in 1949 tumed
a 1200 acre farm near Zionsville into a private shooting
preserve. The property was planted with crops yielding
both food and cover for wild and stocked game. During
the fall and winter Holliday repartedly spread his enthusiasm
by entertaining contests between sporting friends,

Rural Whitestown resident F.J, Henry managed the
private preserve until Holliday's death in 1951 when the land
reverted to agriculture, Afterward, Henry, now a field
trial judge and owner of Eagle View Kennels, trained
English Pointers during the
summer in Saskatchewan,
Canada, for a Kokomo
Buick dealer, H,E, Mc~
Gonigal, McGonigal,
considered a major contri=
butor to the field trial
sport in Indiana, owned
the first Northern born and
trained winner of the
National Field Trial
Championship in Grand
Junction, Tennessee,

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brace run for about thirty minutes on a course ranging in
size from ten to 8000 acres, The dogs look for and point
birds while a horse-mounted trainer shouts commands and
horseback-riding judges subjectively decide which con=
testant is the best, Dogs compete in one of three stakes,
puppy or dogs younger than one year, derby or dogs up to
two years old, and all ages. A contest's length is deter-
mined by the number of entrants and it sometimes lasts
nine hours,

On a small course all the birds, usually quail or
pheasant, are flushed by the first brace. Therefore, the
judges use other criteria for determining the winner besides
the number of birds pointed by each dog.

Whitestown trainer Ken Zarse said, "The judges look
for style = how the dog runs the course and whether or not
he looks for objectives, If a dog spends most of his time
sniffing bare dirt, he's not going to come close to winning, "

Sycamore Valley Kennel owner Jim Parks teaches ob=

- coach and team of kids, You constantly train for the game
with the real opponent, " Parks, a 25-year dog trainer
veteran, said,

"Our job is to bring out and improve on a dog"
natural ability, " Zarse added. Until 1969 Parks and Zarse
trained Labrador Retrievers together, Zarse owns his own
kennel now and both separattly concentrate on English
Pointers, but they will train any breed,

Parks and trainer Bill Brink work dogs on eighteen roll-
ing  wooded acres north of Zionsville, Brink learned
trial training in Canada and has been at Sycamore Valley
since 1970,

Zarse trains on farm ground, pasture land, and woods
owned by friends sympathetic to the sport. He is consider-
ing taking part of his 45-dog clientele to Alberta, Canada,
next summer,

Summer training in Canada is popular because as en=
thusiast Carl Hand said, "I can't keep my Britanys in condi~
tion during humid 80=degree weather, "

Other trainers searching for abundant working space take
advanced dogs to Texas in the winter while elementary work
continues with less advanced dogs at the home kennel,

Also, several Indiana wildlife preserves have designated
work areas available to private and public trainers between
September 1 and April 15,

The daily commitment to field dogs discourages ama=
teurs from training, And, Parks said, "The professional
doesn®t have the emotional relationship with a particular
dog that the owner has, "

One local exception is John Lee, Zionsville, a retired
attorney who trained six to eight of his Britany Spaniels.

Lee's interest began in 1945 and all his dogs were trained

by professionals, Upon retirement he took full responsibility
and won the American Britany Amateur National Cha mpion=
ship three times, He ownsa dual champion who won two
trials and placed third in another this fall,

A second exception is the earlier mentioned Eagle View
Kennel owner F.]. Henry who privately trains his own dogs.

Another Boone County man, William H. (Bill) Jarrett,
is reputed to be one of the strongest forces Hoosier field
trials ever have known, During mid=October one of Jarrett®
English Pointers, Attache, won the US Prairie Chicken
championship in Salon Springs, Wisconsin, Attache had
seven straight field trial wins last year,

Rural Whitestown claims another field trial expert,
Dennis Hendrickson, a Britany Spaniel trainer whose dogs
placed five times in three trials already this fall,

The contests are sponsored by American Field Publish-
ing Company and American Kennel Club, Both organiza-
tions are dedicated to breed improvement, American Field
registers bird dogs exclusively and restricts its sponsorship
to bird dog contests, Field trials are conducted for all
sporting breeds, but only like breeds-compete against one
another,

Field trialers are inexaustibly enthusiastic about their
sport and they are equally enthusiastic about conservation
and wildlife preservation, Although hunting licenses are
not required for field trial participants since they do not
shoot to kill, these same men usually are game hunters,

The Indiana State Division of Fish and Wildlife last
year collected $5 million through the sale of hunting licenses,
Another §1 million was reapportioned to Indiana by the

federal government through an eleven per cent tax on am=
munition. With this money the Division maintains fifteen
preseryes ranging in size from one to 10, 000 acres, They
also maintain about 100 access areas to lakes and streams
and conduct research projects on protected animals, One
project determines the status of each species population,
State officials use these statistics to establish hunting limits
for the next season,

Also, each man named in this article belongs to Ducks
Unlimited, an organization whose goal is to buy and set
aside as a wildlife preserve 3,5 million acres of land in
Canada, Of the goal 2,5 million acres already have been
purchased,

Some are personally dedicated, Ken Zarse maintains a
duck=filled pond near his home, Jim Parks releases 150
quail yearly, plants areas for food and cover, and on horse-
back delivers supplementary food to the birds during bad
weather, Parks said, "Without the hunter, wild turkey,
pheasant, grouse, and deer would be extinct in this state, "

But, avid environmentalists remain unaware that
creeping suburbia annually forces wildlife into smaller
and smaller quarters, indiscriminate breeding also causes
extinction, and fall plowing leaves wild animals barren miles
leading to ultimate starvation,

Field trials are called a "rich man's hobby,” That is
debatable, It unquestionably is a gentleman's sport for
without contributions of time and money to protect the most
valuable requirement of the contest, there would be no

sport at all, D
