Someone Needs You

Kathryn S, Smalley of
Lebanon is director of
Project REACH OUT, a
program for mature

If you have a smile. If you have a kind word. If
you have room in your heart for friendship and for love
. . . there are people in Boone County who need you.

These people are perhaps the most important of all
. . . for they are men and women who have lived long
years, knowing tears and heartache, laughter and love,
They have a life to tell =~ they have a wisdom to share,
They maintain, even in hours dark with loneliness, a
spark of delight and life, waiting to be fanned into
brilliant flame by the knowledge that they are needed
and that someone cares,

A lebanon woman, Kathryn S. Smalley, is devoting
her time and talents and love to these people. . .our
mature citizens, our mothers and fathers, our grand-
mothers and grandfathers.

Working under the auspices of the Central Indiana
Council on Aging, Mrs, Smalley is currently survey-
ing every home in Lebanon, seeking those residents
over the age of 60.

In essence, Mrs, Smalley is trying to determine
the needs of all of the men and women, past the age
of 60, in Boone County, Right now Mrs, Smalley is
working in Lebanon. As the list of volunteers grows,
the project will be expanded to each town in the
county and the rural areas.

The "labor of love" is sponsored by the Boone County
Y.M. C. A, and is deemed Project REACH OUT,

What is Project REACH OUT? One proposed plan
would be a program of visitation, Volunteers would
visit senior citizens each week to offer help, if needed,
and always, conversation and compassion.

Another project planned is a telephone reassurance
program to be managed by Mrs. Lillian Sparks, a
retired registered nurse, Again, volunteers are needed,

citizens of Boone County.

because volunteers would have lists of persons to call
each day at a specified time, It the person called
did not answer the phone, it would be an indication
that help was needed. . .in a hurry. This program
would pertain, especially, to those senior citizens
living alone, with no friends or relatives close by.

Mrs. Smalley says there are many persons in Boone
County who do not see another human being for days.
Maybe family members are far-away or gone. Maybe
old friends are all gone, too, Maybe everyone is just
too busy to even consider the little woman living
down the street, , .alone,

Mrs, Smalley, a woman kind of face who is
devoted to her senior citizens and Project REACH OUT,
is also working, thru the Boone County Council of
Aging, on a special nutrition program for senfor
citizens. This project would also be for persons over
the age of 60. It would be an offering of hot meals,
once a day, five days a week and most holidays, The
nutrition program would differ from Meals on Wheels
in that it would be for persons able to drive, walk or
ride to a center (of yet of undetermined location) for
the hot noonday meal. Following the meal, there
would be craft |lessons, lectures or other recreation,
and, in general, fellowship.

Volunteers are also needed for this endeavor,

In the future, Mrs, Smalley hopes to launch an
"Adopt a Grandpa or Grandma"” campaign. Young
families would take a grandma or grandpa under their
wings, to share lives, Entailed would be such activities
as visiting, trips to the grocery store, or to the doctor,
if necessary, and any outing the adopted grandparent
and the family would like to enjoy together.

There are needs in Boone County for all of these
programs. There is a glaring lack of public transport~
ation. Many senfor citizens, especially men, go for
days without a hot meal, sustaining themselves with
cold meats, bread, crackers, etc. Many go for days
without hearing a personal greeting or sharing a
conversation,

You can help. If you want to volunteer (and please,
please, offer your time in this labor of love) then
phone Mrs, Smalley at 482 -0481 or 482 -6080.

If you are a senior citizen, . . God bless you.

If you are a senfor citizen and you need assistance
or want to participate in the programs, phone Mrs.
Smalley. And when she knocks at your front door,
great her with open heart and mind.

Unfortunately, our senior citizens seem to always
be the forgotten ones. Past pleas by Mrs, Smalley
for volunteers have gone unheeded, Your help is
needed.
