More
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Indiana’s
First
Public
Health
Nurse

lda Jean McCaslin

A Boone County native who won state-wide recognition in
the early 1900's for her pioneering effort in Public Health
Nursing; who received in her life-time and since, many,
many heartfelt expressions of appreciation from the people of
four Indiana counties for her unselfish dedication to the im =
provement of their general welfare; and, who served, when
called upon, both her state and nursing profession in many of
official positions of trust and responsibility - all this, is the
story of Miss Ida Jean McCaslin bom June 13, 1878 to Andrew
A, and Mary Jane Campbell McCaslin of Lebanon, Indiana.
Ida Jean was their second daughter and younger sister to lone

Katherine, who was later to become Mrs. Paul O, Tauer, wife
of a former respected Mayor of Lebanon and longtime success=
ful businessman in this city.

The McCaslin family home was at 717 E, Walnut Street, a
sturdy but attractive redbrick structure that still stands in a
neighborhood that now bears little resemblance to the one
Ida Jean knew as a small child, Her parents combined family
rearing with two demanding occupations that required some
part~time help of her mother. In addition to running a hotel
located on the east side of the square, Andrew was a master
carpenter and helped build many of the fine homes of the day



in this vicinity.

Ida Jean attended local schools but a serious bicycle acci=
dent in her early teens interrupted her schooling for some
time, It was probably during her long convalescence in the
old Indianapolis Deaconess Hospital that she became fascinat-
ed . with the nursing profession and decided to make this her
life work. Never losing her determination to achieve this
goal, the next few years were devoted to regaining her physical
health and catching up on her lost schooling. Her long stand-
ing dream was finally realized in 1903 when she graduated
from the Home Hospital School for Nurses in Lafayette,
Indiana. The next ten years of her life were filled with many
challenging assignments, including a period of post-graduate
work in a Chicago hospital and at Columbia University. In
recognition of her valuable contributions to the advancement
of the nursing profession, she was elected President of the
Indiana State Nurses Association in 1914, a position she held
for three years.

It is during this period, her niece, Miss Mary Ann Tauer,
remembers with much affection the experience of living
with her aunt at 501 East Noble Street, while Miss McCaslin
communted daily to and from Indianapols on the old In=
terurban line. There was a very strong bond between the four
Tauer children and their Aunt Ida during these years, and
this closeness was apparent in many ways, In Mary Ann's
memory of these happy months, one regular event in particular
stands out. It was the habit of the children to maintain an
anxious vigil late each afternoon as it came close to the time
for their aunt Ida to return home. After embarking at the
south edge of the city, Ida Jean would walk the few blocks
west on Noble Street, over Stephenson's Hill, as it was called
then, and on down to the McCaslin home. The first child
to get a glimpse of their aunt, usually burdened down with
umbrella, medicine satchel, and assorted packages, would
start the inevitable chant soon joined by the others, " Aunt
Ida's coming', Aunt Ida's coming, " and all would rush to
meet her and join in the walk to the house, More often than
not, the assorted packages tumed out to be surprises for the
children purchased during a hurried lunch hour in the big city.

Miss McCaslin's entry into Public Health Nursing occurred

early in 1919 when she helped organize this vital county function

in Cass County. In this effort she was a recognized pioneer
and is given full credit in the Indiana State Nursing Assoc-

iation records for being the first Public Health Nurse in
Indiana.

At this time the Public Health Nursing Program was a joint re~-
sponsibility between the State and the Red Cross, The Red Cross
was to assume the financial responsibility for public health
nursing service and the State Board of Health Nursing Division
was to stimulate interest and standardize the work, serve as a
clearing house, plan a record system, help interest and prepare
nurses, and serve as consultant in the field. Since Indiana was
