and Indian life in general.
A quote from the cover says,
"The author has discovered
for us a new world in the
legends that Indians have
created to explain and make
more real the world of nature
with which they lived so
closely. " The first legend

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The geographical confines of Boone County have always
been able to boast a host of dramatic and musical talent in
entertainment circles. A few left here and eventually meteor-
ed to successful careers of prestige and recognition.

Triple-Tongued Tommy

The name of Tom Waldron dominated the heyday of band
music in Lebanon from 1880 through 1897. Tom was born in
1872 and immediately seemed to be beckoned into musical
channels from an already established musical family, He was
a member of the early LEBANON BOYS BAND at the age of 13,
Old -timers recalled how the young comnetist would follow the
old Big Four Railroad out into the country to practice. Soon
after, he was solicted to become affiliated with the famous
When Band in Indianapolis.

It was during this time that the paths of Waldron and Bohumir
Kryl crossed. Kryl was an immigrant craftsman whose sculptor-
ing of our Soldiers and Sailors Monuments in Indianapolis is
tangible evidence of true perfection. Waldron was appearing
on the Circle in the English Theatre where Kryl heard the echo-
ing "wiple-tonguing" artistry of Waldron. He was so impressed
that, after long persuasion, he began a series of trumpet

lessons that lead Kryl into becoming the world's leading

symphonic band conductor. He brought the entire trumpet
section here to study under Waldron (age 20 then).

Waldron left Indiana and "blew his way" through a comet
that made him sought after for the Weber Band in Cincinnati.
Although Tom went to their concert stage in the Zoological
Gardens completely unknown by public audiences, he created
a furor which made him become a universal favorite. While
in that area, Waldron also completed a course in dentistry,
which he felt he needed for his livelihood with pending lung
problems arising from the terrific pressure of his talent.

Waldron was advised to go west for a health recuperation,
but prior to his leaving gave a "farewell" concert in the
Lebanon park. A Thorntown reader of the local paper wrote
later the following comments on that appearance: "Fifteen
thousand thronged the grandstand as Waldron stepped upon the
parapet of the stage, cornet in hand, and presented tones that
only he could master. . . At the conclusion of his program he
lifted his instrument heavenward for inspiration as the strains
of "Home Sweet Home' brought sudden and profound silence
from the crowd. . .in his early death, earth has lost a genuis
and heaven gained an artist. "

Waldron died in Colorado after fulfilling his own personal,
