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A.M. French

(Editor's Note: Adam Miller French moved from his na-
tive Ohio in 1826 to enter land and to farm near Crawfords=
ville. In the spring of 1832, he was named by the governor
of Indiana to serve on a five-member commission to locate
and name a new capital for Boone County, ** to be within
two miles of the geographical center of the county, "

French fulfilled his mission and had the honor of naming
the new town site chosen as the county seat on May 1, 1832,
as Lebanon. He gave a rather fanciful account of why he
selected that name in a speech made years later, but
admitted to Crawfordsville newspapermen that he really
named Boone's new county seat in honor of his home town
of Lebanon, Ohio.

Mr, French, after an absence from Lebanon for nearly
half a century, quickly responded to a special invitation

extended py Lebanon city officials and citizens to attend

a public reception in his honor on Saturday, April 21, 1877,
The details of the big event were later interestingly set

forth by the Lebanon Patriot in its issue of April 26, 1877.

The highly entertaining article is herewith published in

full, using the Patriot's brief heading, ‘*An Ovation to A,

M. French, ' in this issue of Boone, Your County Magazine.

Ovation To A. M. French

We doubt if any event has ever occurred in Lebanon that
was attended throughout with such interest and manifest
satisfaction to all parties as the occasion of the visit of Mr.
A, M, French to the city on last Saturday.

We would not say that it was the greatest outward demon-
stration our citizens have ever seen, nor the finest display
of eloquent speech-making they have ever heard; such was
not the case; it was not intended nor expected that it
should be, But from the time of Mr, French's arrival on
Friday afternoon until his departure Monday morning, he
was the recipient of the attention and hespitality of our
people to an extent never enjoyed by any other visitor a-
mong us.

lts Namer

“Back To Town”

It will be remembered that some six weeks ago a state~
ment was copied from the Crawfordsville Journal to the
effect that Mr. French, living near Crawfordsville, was
the only surviving commissioner appointed by the governor
to locate the seat of Boone county; that he was the com~
missioner who suggested the name which was given to this
city, and that he had never seen the place since that day,
now nearly half a century ago.

The matter having been brought before the Common
Council by R.W. Harrison, Esq., it was decided to in-
vite Mr, French to visit Lebanon at his earliest convenience.
Accordingly in answer to a letter of invitation of Clerk
Zion, the 21st of April was designated by Mr. French as
the day he would be pleased to visit the city he had planted
45 years before.

Arrangements were therefore made to receive the aged
gentleman with becoming honors. A programme was made
out by the committee, a portion of which was for the com~
mittee and Cornet band to meet Mr. F. and party at the
depot on the arrival of the 10 o'clock forenoon train from
the west, of which he had notified them he would be a-
board.

But as the committe were completing the details of
their program on Friday afternoon at 3 o'clock they were
astonished by the announcement that their guest had stolen
a march on them and was even then safely quartered at
the Rose hotel.

The plain old gentleman evidently did not covet such
marked distinction. as the committee had purposed show-
ing him, and had come across the country over a miserable
road in his own conveyance. But he was not long allowed
to remain concealed.

Very soon it was noised through the streets that Mr.
French had arrived, and his rooms were thronged with call-
ers until a late hour in the evening. Few had ever seen
him, but all had heard of him, From the latest citizen to
the oldest ‘‘settler’’--all were eager to grasp his hand and
welcome him back, after the absence of a life time, that
he might witness what had grown up around the stake he

had driven in the wilderness, to mark the center of a future
city.

The guest was plied with questions, and interviewed at
a lively rate. All were interested in the humorous man-
ner in which the old pioneer related his personal experiences
and recollections of the very beginning of our history.

Mere curiosity must have prompted a good many to call;
and what could be better calculated to rouse to action that
most susceptible of all the desires, than the fact that a
man should bear a prominent part in the founding of a com-~
munity, and then live within twenty-three miles of it for
45 years, in the enjoyment of good health, and worldly
means and not once see it in all that time, there being no
sentence of banishment against him?""

During the evening he was serenaded by the band, and
responded in terms of very brief and humorous recognition.
Those who called on Mr. French, found a man 74 years
of age, hale and hearty, of splendid physique and brim
full of good humor, blunt of expression, a frank, honest
countenance, and withal more than ordinary common sense,
a complete representative of the old time well-to~do-
country gentleman, Such is the description we put on
record, at least, of one of the founders of Lebanon.

By the time the evening had worn away, our guest was
pretty well apprised that it was not so easy a matter to
hide himself from the view of the people, as when he was
last here. The forenoon of Saturday witnessed the same
constant flow of callers, and as noon approached, the
parlors of the hotel were crowded. From 12 to 2 o'clock
a dinner in honor of Mr. French was given by the city;
served by the proprietor of the Rose Hotel, which com-~
bined all the delicacies of the season, and was in every

way creditable to the house and worthy of the occasion,

The city officers, members of the Cornet band, re-
presentatives of the press and many of the older citi-
zens of Lebanon partook of the sumptuous feast. From
1:30 to 3 o'clock Mr. French was escorted through town
and vicinity by F. M. Busby and Councilman Aylsworth.

At 3 o'clock, the ringing of the court house bell, an-
nounced a public meeting of the citizens, as the last
and, really, most interesting part of the programme.
The meeting was presided over by Mayor Hamilton, who
prefaced his introduction of Mr. French by the following
remarks:

Fellow Citizens of Lebanon and Vicinity: We assemble
this afternoon under singular circumstances, Yesterday
was cloudy and dismal, but today nature seems to lift the
light of her countenance upon this occasion, and send her
beautiful sunshine gleaming through the budding boughs
around us and over the springing grass at our feet. Besides,
it may be appropriately said, we today celebrate the semi-
centennial of our existence as a community,

Though I have no personal recollection of the fact, 1
am told that 45 years ago, probably, in this month, a
stake was driven in the ground on which the center of this
building rests to locate the middle of the public square of
a town that was to be, and on that day, the name by
which it has been known through all these years chosen.

No doubt there are those here who can go back in mem-
ory, past many of the annual mileposts in the history of
Lebanon, and note the changes that have occurred, from
year to year, by evidence which a waste and howling wild-
erness has been transformed into a populous district; by

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which the rude log huts, and other evidences of pioneer
abode have been converted into tasteful cottages, stately
edifices and blocks of business houses; by which the
muskrat and coonskin mart has given way to one of the
busiest and most hustling little towns and, there may be
others here this afternoon, who have lived here continuous-
ly from the laying out of the town and have been eye wit-
nesses of these developments, but I'm sure I hazard nothing
in saying that there is one person in this presence, who
stood on this spot in the spring of 1832 who has not beheld
it since until yesterday.

1 need scarcely say that I refer to the gentleman seated
on my left. And so, I but express the feelings of the good
people of Lebanon when I say that we, the survivors of
that long ago event, and we who are not survivors, but al-
so inheritors of the blessing that have flowed from that
event, bid you a glad and hearty welcome to our midst to-
day. And I doubt not sir, that you are better qualified to
understand and appreciate the contrast that these two dates
standing at either end of an interim of 45 years, presents
than any of us who are more familiar with our growth and
development.

Ladies and gentlemen, 1 now introduce to you, Mr, A.
M. French of Montgomery county, as the only surviving
member of the commission that participated in locating
our town and the one to whom the honor is due of giving
to us the name we bear."’

As Mr. French came forward, he was greeted with ap-
plause, and spoke substantially as follows:

1 stand before you today, an old man. Those who
were my co-laborers in the location of your town, if liv-
ing, would be older still. And I deeply regret that they
have not lived to see this day, that they might see what
I have seen, and feel what I have enjoyed at the hands
of this people. I am almost overcome with emotion, as
I attempt to give utterance to what I feel on this occasion.

*“The marks of respect and appreciation that have been
shown me, the overflowing kindness that has been extend-
ed to me, and the honor that has been conferred on me,
are worth the labor of a lifetime, and worthy a better man
than 1. Friends, I know you did not expect to see a
young man nor a polished man come down from the back-
woods of that early day, And consequently, you are not
disappointed in seeing me.

**When some of my friends of the legal profession at
Crawfordsville learned that I had been invited here,
they promised to come along and help me out of the scrape
by doing my talking for me, but it so happened that some
of their number got into a worse scrape at Indianapolis
and they all went to his relief, leaving old French to take
care of himself; and so you must be content with a mere
statement from me, which is all I can do.

**If you want to know anything of my history prior to
the time I was last in Lebanon, I will tell ‘you that I was
born in Ohio July 20, 1802. During much of my youth,
and early manhood, I worked as a day laborer, and re-
ceived, for one winter’s work at least, my wages in
whisky, -a gallon of whisky for every cord of wood I cut~
and although it was said to be a good article, it brought
me but 26 cents per gallon in the market at Cincinnatil

**Think of this, you young men who complain and are
discouraged on account of hard times. I lived through
it, and you can survive these hard times if you have the
nerve to practice industry, sobriety, economy and perse=
verance. Having married, and announced to neighbors
my unalterable determination to one day be the possessor
of a home, I worked with indefatigable energy, until,
by dint of the strict economy, I had one hundred and

twenty dollars in silver and a few personal effects with
which I started out for a home in the wilderness.
**After seventeen days’ hard travel, we arrived at

Crawfordsville from just over there in Chio! Only

think a moment, you can go to Europe in less time now.
After selecting the land in Montgomery county which I
proposed entering, 1 was well nigh defeated by the land
commissioner refusing to take $9 of my silver because, he
said, it was too light. Had it not been for a stranger com-~
ing to my assistance, I should have lost my land. That
was in 1826.

“In a few years I sold that farm and bought the one on
which I have ever since resided. About this time, I re-
ceived a notification from the governor that I had been
appointed a commissioner to go over into the **State of
Boone'" and assist four other gentlemen with like appoint-
ments to locate the county seat.

**That was in the spring of 1832. I left my home at the
time stated in my commission and joined the other com-
missioners here either in the latter part of April or the
first of May. The law required us to locate the county seat
within two miles of the center of the county. How could
it be done?

*In every direction for more than two miles, the water
seemed to almost cover the face of the earth, and the
most gigantic forest ever mortal man beheld grew up out
of the strong, rich soil. There was one point, which the
commission thought a little more accessible than any other,
