They “Bugged” Their Way
To California

There was a little more than the usual stir in downtown
Lebanon on the bright and sunny Monday morning of June
14, 1915, when five young men of Lebanon and the im-
mediate vicinity set out in Ford "'bugs’’ for California
and other points west. The crowd gathered on the south
side of the square bade goodbye and Godspeed to Noble
P. Shelby, Clark Berry, Cecil Cox and Ralph G. Goodwin

in person, and to Ross Custer *‘in absentia,”

The reason for Custer's absence in the sendoff was that
his parents did not want him to make the trip, so he left
home early that morning and made his way afoot to Bill
Robinson’s high hill in the road at the end of South Lebanon
street where he was picked up by the other four members
of the motorcade as they left town by way of the Lebanon



and Danville graveled pike. Custer let his folks know of
his whereabout by long distance telephone when the group
reached Effingham, Illinois, 145 miles from Lebanon on
the first day out.

Of the five, Shelby and Cox were town lads, Custer

and Goodwin and Berry were country boys. Only two of
the quintet of travel adventurers are still living. Goodwin,
with his wife, Helen, moved from his ancestral farm

three and a half miles west of Lebanon to an apartment at
1010 North Lebanon street, in Lebanon, on June 1st of

this year, and Custer is living in the English Nursing Home,

The **bugs’’ were Model T Ford automobiles, stripped
down to the bare essentials -- each with a single seat
wide enough for the driver and a passenger, and without
a top or covering of any kind and minus fenders. The
Lebanon Hardware Company at 215-217 West Main Street,
owned by Noble Shelby and his father, Willard Shelby,
and his uncle, John B. Shelby, had taken over the Ford
Automobile Agency from E. A, Brenton who was taking
on the Overland Automobile dealership, The *‘bug'’ that
Noble Shelby was driving was *‘stripped down'' at the
Ford factory, while Cox, himself, converted a Model T
touring car into a ‘*bug’’ at his home garage. Shelby's
car was called the Katydid, and Cox's car was Betsy. The
Katydid carried a dealer’s license plate - M221 - Ind. 15.

Interviewed recently by this writer, Ralph Goodwin re-
called the highlights of the 71-day trip to the Golden
State and back with as much clarity as if he had made the
journey in the recent yesterdays. It took the boys twenty-
one days to get to California, They spent twenty-nine
days in that state attending an Elks Lodge Convention,
the Panama-Pacific Exposition at San Francisco, and the
Panama-California Exposition at San Diego. They spent
as many days, twenty-one, in coming home as they did
in making the long trek west. They got back to Lebanon
on August 24th, having been gone two months and ten
days.

Goodwin vividly remembered crossing the Mexican bor-
der from San Diego into Tijuana where they witnessed a
bullfight. **This was the worst thing I ever saw in all my
life,"* Goodwin told this writer. Continuing, he said,

I had never thought too much about such spectacles be-
fore, but after I saw the one at Tijuana, my sympathies
have ever since been with the bull. "

The first day of the journey was easy going, but for the
next several days they braved downpours of rain through
Missouri and Kansas, splashing over rough graveled or
dirt roads, getting stuck in mudholes occasionally, and
one time they had to load their cars on a wagon to nego-
tiate several miles of nearly impassable road.

It rained for thirteen straight days, Goodwin recalled.
The only paved thoroughfares encountered were in the
cities and towns == all the highways between urban centers
were either dirt or graveled roads. The boys were so be-
splattered after plowing through a long section of dirt
road that when they reached a small town, they took turns
washing the mud off one another with a garden hose.

Seeing transcontinental travelers coming along the road
or passing through a town, created quite a sensation among
the country folk and the urbanites alike. *‘But,"’ Goodwin
said, “‘we were treated royally all along the way, going
and coming. In fact, we were for the time being, ‘Kings
of the road.' ** The boys camped out for most of the trip,
rarely putting up in a hotel. It must be remembered that
sixty-four years ago there were no motels or motor inns.

On the trip west they went through St, Charles, Mis-
souri, then on through Dodge City, Kansas. Other towns

passed through included Las Animas, Trinidad, Ratton
Pass, Albuquerque, Santa Fe, where Lew Wallace finished
writing Ben Hur, on through Flagstaff, Grand Canyon, and
Williams, Arizona, reaching the **174 Mile Alkali
Desert’* at Needles, California, at which place the temp-
erature was 115 degrees in the shade. Needless to say,
they crossed this stretch of hot and barren land at night.
After spending nearly a.month in California visiting
the principle cities including San Bernardino, San Diego,
Los Angeles, Bakersfield, Sacramento, Oakland and San
Francisco, the boys turned homeward over the north trail.
This route took them through Winnemuceca, Nevada;
Pocatello, Idaho; and Cody, Casper, Douglas and Chey-
enne, Wyoming; North Platte and Grand Island, Nebraska;
Glenwood and Burlington, lowa; Peoria, Bloomington and
Hoopston, Illinois; to Lafayette, Indiana, and through
Mulberry, and then on to what they mutually agreed was
‘‘the best place on earth."

The homeward-bound travelers were met at Mulberry
by Goodwin and Berry's parents, Mr. and Mrs. Clem Good-
win and Mr. and Mrs, William Berry, and escorted on in-
to Lebanon, the parents having been advised when the
boys reached Lafayette. The lads were full of talk when
they got home and for days afterwards, relating events
of their travels, and telling of their sometimes hairbreadth
escapes from disaster,

Among the places visited on the trip in addition to the
expositions and Tijuana, Mexico, were the Yosemite
Valley, the Catalina Islands, the Grand Canyon of Arizona,
the Nevada Falls, and the Yellowstone National Park.

The route home from the Yellowstone was over the Lincoln
Highway. Allin all, they traveled a total of 7,381 miles
in their stripped down Ford automobiles. One Lebanon
newspaper stated that they returned to Lebanon *‘as brown
as berries and as healthy as goats. "

Ralph Goodwin further remembered that it was a rather
economical trip with gasoline costing but nine cents per
gallon. However, they did wear out two sets of tires on
each“*bug, '’ as well as numerous brake linings in the rough
and mountainous country. Punctures were many, but
tires, as well as brakes, were easily repaired. Shel-
by did not have his machine in a repair shop for repairs
a single time, but Cox had to take Betsy to a garage after
a slight accident in Los Angeles.

It was reported that the boys had the time of their young
lives, but when asked, “*Would you do it all over again?"
they replied, *‘Not right now, by golly!"

The principals in the foregoing article have been re-
ferred to as boys, but they were not boys in the strict
sense of the word. Shelby and Cox were each 25 years
old, Berry was 24, Goodwin was 22, and Custer was the
youngest of the lot at age twenty. Regardless of their
ages, the five were the trailblazers for motorists in
ensuing years who now think nothing of driving the fam-
ily car cross-country over paved and well-marked roads
to California and other far western states, Cecil Cox
died in 1916, a year after making the trip, following
an operation for appendicitis.
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(Editor's note: This is the third of a series of *‘Bio-
graphies of Civil War Soldiers, '" one of the several accounts
of the services of a number of Boone County men in the
War Between the States as given in the second book of a
two volume work published by the H. H. Hardesty Com-
pany of New York, Toledo, and Chicago, in 1899, under
the title of **Presidents, Soldiers and Statesmen,’’ cover=
ing the period from 1776 to 1898, inclusive. The bio-
graphies are being published in Boone, Your County Maga~
zine, exactly as they appeared in the original work with

the exception that obvious mistakes have in a few instances
been corrected, and the sketches broken down into para-

graphs. Elisha C. Beeman died on December 30, 1919,
and was buried in Mts. Run Cemetery, eight miles east of
Lebanon.

Aaron and Rebecca Cragun Beeman were the parents of
the hero of this sketch, who was born Aug. 10, 1838, in
Boone Co., Ind; he was engaged in farming when the war
began and enlisted June 7, 1862, at Lebanon, Ind., for
six months in Co. G, 116th Regt., 1. V. L., as a private
in Capt. Harrison’s Co., and served much of the time in
East Tenn. He was engaged in the battles of Blue Springs,
Tenn., and Walker's Ford, Tazewell, and others; he also
served in the Pioneer Corps for some time in East Tenn.

He was injured by a fall while building a bridge in E,
Tenn. , for the crossing of artillery. He was cared for in
a temporary hospital at Greenville and Tazewell Tenn,,
for about 30 days from above injury; he was discharged
March 1, 1863, at Lafayette, Ind., by expiration of term
of service; he reenlisted in May, 1864, at Lebanon, for
100 days as Corp, in Co. B, 135th I. V. I. While in this

regiment he served as provost guard at Bridgeport,- Ala.,
for 5 or 6 weeks; he also did guard and garrison duty at
Bridgeport and Stevenson, Ala,, and a while at Nashville;
he also guarded the R. R. & R. R, bridges, and Sherman's
lines of communications from Chattanooga, northward,
He was given his discharge in Sept., 1864, at Indiana-
polis, Ind., by expiration of time; he reenlisted for the
third time at Indianapolis, Ind., Nov. 15, 1864, in Co.
H, 26th 1. V, L., Dept. of the Gulf, as a private; he was
engaged for a few weeks in the winter of 1864-65 at the
commissary H. Q., Theibedeoux, La., and at the siege
of Mobile Bay, Spanish Fort, Fort Blakely, and others.
At the siege of Mobile he was slightly wounded by being
burned in the face by powder, his left cheek also being
injured. He was confined in field hospital about two
weeks at Macon, Ga., and at Columbus, Miss. He was
given a final discharge, Nov. 16, 1865, at Vicksburg,
Miss,

On March 22, 1866, in Boone Co., he was married to
Catherine Lucas, daughter of George Lucas, She was
born in 1841 in Boone Co. Ten children have hallowed
this union; Favella, Larken, Ura deceased, Demia de-
ceased, Thyra, Myra, Bertha, Gertrude, Minnie and
Mary. Great-grandfather Beeman served in the Revolu-
tionary war from New York for about six years. Mrs.
Beeman had two brothers in the service, Wm. Nelson
Lucas and Philip Lucas both served in the 52nd I. V. 1,
Great-grandfather Lucas served in 1776 under General
Washington, Mr, and Mrs. Beeman are honored members
of the Christian church in this county, and are active in
all church work, They are living on their farm near
Lebanon, Indiana.
