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Memories of School Days

At Mudlick

Mudlick School No. 5 is located in south central
Boone County in Harrison Township, near the
Hendricks County line. It stands today. It has been
made into a dwelling and a family by the name of
Leonard A. Stanfield lives there. It is located about 1
1-2 miles east of Poplar Grove Cemetery.

This was a one-room brick building and went by
the name of Mudlick. I don’t know why it went by
that name or what year it was built. It is on the north
side of the road facing the south across the north
end, and between the windows on each side, a
blackboard. A large wood stove and the teacher’s
desk sat in the center north end. The lower grades
had the east side and the higher grades, the west side
and large single seats were used by them. At the
south end on each side of the front door were places
to hang coats, a shelf for the dinner buckets, and a
water bucket with a dipper. A well with an iron
pump stood in the front yard.

Sometimes, if we did things displeasing to the
teacher, we stood tip-a-toe with our nose in a ring
drawn on the black board, or stood in the corner with
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our face toward the wall or sat on a sharp stick of
stove wood on the front seat. Sometimes the teacher
would put the girls between two boys in a double seat
and they weren't always the boys you liked!

My little sister, Maggie, did a lot of talking in
school so the teacher put her outside and shut the
door. She cried and hammered on the door and said,
“Ethel, Ethel, let me in; I'll be good.” She is still a
big talker.

Some of the boys would make faces and throw
paper wads and one day the teacher said, “You boys
get to work! If anybody sees so and so not studying,
let me know.” I fell for that trap. Up went my hand
to tell and the teacher said, ‘“What were you doing?”’
My sister Opal said, “She did the same thing,” and
this meant we weren't studying either.

There was a boy in my grade named Lora Dale. He
could tell any date in the history book seems he
always knew.

On Friday, we would have spelling and cyphering
matches. I always enjoyed this. I liked to draw maps

and I would get my maps hung up in front along
with the best.

We would have pie and box suppers. The girls
would decorate pretty boxes of food and the boys
would buy them. Seems they always found out just
which box belonged to a certain girl. They would
bring as much as $10 each. We had a program and
basket dinners on the last day of school for our
parents. We played black man, baseball and skated
on ice in Mr. Robertson’s field near the school yard.

Many of the children lived east, north and south of
this school - all within walking distance. Some of the
family names were: Dale, Reed, Games, Whistler,
Brownlee, Gones, Bramblett, Belcher, Cox, Doty,
Denny, Harris, Myres, Apple, Robertson, Carney,
and many others I don’t recall.

Some of the teachers were Claud Covey, Natalia
Cook, Clay Harding, Mitchell Wiley, William Powell,
Floyd Worrell, Ralph Owens and Wallace Ross.

I was told one day Wallace missed tbaching school
and the next day he told some of the boys that was
the day his son Walter appeared on the scene.

Walter grew up and became a teacher and taught
many years.

Ralph Owens was the teacher who gave my sister,
Maggie, the whooping cough.

When the school closed, there were just four pupils
left - my two sisters, and Herman and Buford
Graham. I don’t know what year this was.

Some of the teachers drove a horse and buggy to
school. Sometimes our father would come on a sled
to get us when the snow was too deep. We walked on
snowdrifts as high as Mr. Robertson’s fence along his
farm. We wore long underwear, long black wool
stockings and two buckle overshoes.

On down the road a little farther was an apple
orchard and a big persimmon tree. The fruit in the
late fall would fall in the side ditch along the road
and we would feast on them on the way home.

I am sorry I don’t have more history of the
building of the school, and if anyone who reads this
can add to my story, I wish they would publish it.
These old schools are all gone. Yet, we learned the
three R’s there.
